1. Participation eligibility 
 

Men: 
Per team a minimum of 3 and maximum of 5 athletes may be announced. The discipline played 
are: 8-Ball, 9-Ball & 10-Ball Each match will be played at 3 tables, 1 table 8-Ball, 1 table 9-Ball, 
1 table 10-Ball.  
Only one team per nation. 
 
Women: 
Per team a minimum of 2 and maximum of 4 athletes may be announced. The disciplines 
played are: 8-Ball, 9-Ball. Each match will be played at 2 tables, 1 table 8-Ball, 1 table 9-Ball. 
Only one team per nation. 
 
2. System 
 

Men: ( max. 32 participating teams ) 
Double Elimination, the last 8 teams – Single Elimination 
 
Women: (  max. 24 teams ) 
Double Elimination, the last 4 teams – Single Elimination 
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3. Match format 
 

Men: 
Match 1  8-Ball  2 winning sets race to 4 (Set = Best of three) 
Match 2  9-Ball  2 winning sets race to 5 (Set = Best of three) 
Match 3  10-Ball 2 winning sets race to 4 (Set = Best of three) 
 
Men: 
Each team match consists of 3 individual matches that are to be played by 3 different athletes 
for each team. It is possible for a team to participate with only two athletes and in such case 
the third match will be forfeited. 
The tournament will be played alternate break. 
 
Women: 
Match 1  8-Ball  2 winning sets race to 3 (Set = Best of three) 
Match 2  9-Ball  2 winning sets race to 4 (Set = Best of three) 
 
Women: 
Each team match consists of 2 individual matches that are to be played by 2 different athletes 
for each team. If the score after 2 matches is even, shoot-out game will be played. 
The tournament will be played alternate break. 
 
4. Dress Code 
 
All athletes must be dressed in accordance with the national uniform. ( Black Dressed Trousers 
( no jeans or jeans look alike – to be determined by the tournament leader ), Shirt with collar, 
should be tucked in ( no T-shirt), Black or dark Socks and Black dressed shoes ( no sport shoes 
). These all to determined by the tournament leader.

  5th place €    500.00 
 
Prize money is based on 16 participating teams. If more teams participate the entrance fee will 
be added to the prize fund.  
 
Prize money pay outs will be done by bank to the national federations and will be finalized 
within 3 weeks after the event. 
 
The winning teams will be titled  European Champion National Teams
